ARTIC Moves Closer to First Construction Contract ARTIC Vision

The Anaheim Regional Transportation Intermodal Center

ARTIC will be a transportation facility 
where people will seamlessly move 
between transit services to reach Southern 
California activity centers and business 
districts. Transit oriented development in 
the immediate area will integrate with 
ARTIC to form a vibrant Southern California 
community. Together, it will represent 
Orange County's continuing transforma-
tion from rural farmland and suburban 
community to a thriving metropolis.

Major Project Milestones

The City of Anaheim will be soliciting construction bids from contractors for the Shell and 
Enclosure Contract related to the Anaheim Regional Transportation Intermodal Center (ARTIC) 
Project.  The construction scope of work includes supply, fabrication, and erection of structural 
steel, glass curtain walls, and ethylene tetra�uoroethylene (ETFE) cladding.  The City intends to 
award the Shell and Enclosure Contract to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, which 
will include the requirement that curtain wall and ETFE cladding work shall be performed by the 
prime contractor or sub-contractors who were recently pre-quali�ed by the City for that work.  A 
Contractor Outreach Conference in advance of the Invitation for Bids will be held at the City of 
Anaheim (Anaheim West Tower - Gordon Hoyt Conference Center - 2nd Floor 201 South Anaheim 
Blvd, Anaheim, CA 92805) on Thursday, May 5, 2011 at 1:30 p.m. to 3:30 p.m. for potential 
bidders to receive a presentation on the scope of work related to the future Invitation for Bid 
(IFB).  Attendance at the Contractor Outreach Conference is not mandatory, but recommended.  
The IFB will be issued Wednesday, May 25, 2011 and bid documents will be available for pick 
up at the City of Anaheim, City Engineer's o�ce on the 2nd Floor of City Hall, 200 South Anaheim 
Blvd, Anaheim, CA. A subsequent Pre-Bid Conference will be held on Wednesday, June 1, 2011 
at 1:30 p.m. to 3:30 p.m. also at the Gordon Hoyt Conference Center.  Attendance at the Pre-Bid 
Conference is not mandatory, but recommended.  Questions regarding this can be directed to 
Caster Williams at (714) 765-5100 extension 5710 or at CWilliams@Anaheim.net.  

Background

Recently the City pre-quali�ed curtain wall and ETFE discipline vendors to perform those 
respective elements of construction work for the ARTIC Shell and Enclosure Contract.  ETFE is a 
state-of-the-art material that allows for light �ltration and substantial energy cost savings, with 
adjustments for day and night, and warm and cool weather.  The most notable building 
constructed with ETFE is the Beijing National Aquatics Center, also known at the Water Cube, for 
the 2008 Beijing Summer Olympic Games.  The ETFE material is designed to complement the 
City's e�orts to build ARTIC to meet LEED Platinum status.  LEED (Leadership in Energy and 
Environmental Design) is an internationally recognized green building certi�cation system.

Following issuance of the IFB the City anticipates construction bids will be received in June, 
followed by the City's award of the construction contract in July 2011. The general construction 
contract for the remaining ARTIC Project improvements will be awarded in 2012.
